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Meeting Minutes

June 5, 2012

Members present: Peter Hayward, Joe Michaud, Brian Boyers, Bob Bourdeau, Bob Srnec, Bob Graham, and Robbie Parsons. Also present was Jerry Coogan Town Planner and Wendy Keane Land Use Clerk. 

Absent (excused): Tim Molinero, 

Public in attendance: Charlie Karcher, Gary Michael, Greg Michael, Bob Frizzelle, and Bob Bridges.  

Meeting called to order at 6:31 pm. 

In the absence of Tim Molinero, Bob Graham was appointed as a voting member for the meeting. 

Chairman Boyers opened the floor for public comment. There being none the session was closed. 

MOTION: Bob Bourdeau moved to approve the meeting minutes of May 1, 2012 as presented. Seconded by Joseph Michaud. Motion carried 7-0.  

Site Plan Review. Gary Michael applicant, Town of Milton owner. Site plan review for proposed 40’X 80’ storage building. Property located on Industrial Way, Tax Map 18 Lot 10.9 in the Industrial Zone, Milton, NH.

Chairman Boyers made the Board aware that there is a letter from Anthony Mincu stating that the town is aware and approves of Mr. Michael submitting the application and speaking on the lot and plans. 

Charlie Karcher spoke on behalf of the applicant. Mr. Karcher described where the site is located within the Industrial Park (at end of cul de sac) and stated that Mr. Michael would like to put a 40’x80’ storage facility with electricity only on the lot. Mr. Karcher further explained that this is Phase I of a two phase plan and would not require septic at this time and requests several waivers based on the simplicity and non typical nature of the plan. 

The applicant is aware that upon further expansion or change to the site, he will then need to conform to the Site Plan regulations. Mr. Karcher indicated on the plans, based on prior perk tests, that a septic would possibly be sited and that the storage building will be placed on a slab.  

Bob Bourdeau inquired if there is any idea of when Phase 2 may happen. Gary Michaels stated he would like to get it started in approximately 3 years. 

Peter Hayward inquired if the water flow crosses under the highway anywhere before it hits the Branch River. Charlie Karcher stated that water flow may be at the bottom of the site which will be addressed at phase two. Bob Bourdeau stated that he does not recall any wet areas along 125 where the water may flow out on to it before hitting the Branch River. 

Jerry Coogan stated that this is an unusual site plan application as it is only asking for a storage building. Jerry Coogan referred to his memo that he sent to the PB and stated that the waivers will need to be acted upon, minor ones may be done before the public hearing while major are usually handled during the public hearing. Because there are many waivers and some of them are pretty significant they should be acted upon. Bob Bourdeau stated that in consistency we should act upon the waivers prior to the public hearing, that way the application can be accepted as complete. |

MOTION. Bob Bourdeau to accept and approve the 6 waivers as requested. Seconded by Bob Graham. Motion carried 7-0. 

MOTION: Bob Bourdeau moved to accept application as presented. Seconded by Robbie Parsons. Motion carried 7-0. 

Public Hearing for the site plan review was opened. Jerry Coogan stated that this is a good proposal for the Town of Milton as it occupies an empty site and will be a good economic base for the town; Jerry said he assumes that the water flows downward and asked if the site would remain natural. Charlie Karcher stated that there are no drainage swales needed at this time and that the natural vegetation and site will filter the runoff. 

Chairman Boyers inquired if there were any further questions or statements. There being none, the public hearing closed. 

Bob Bourdeau commented that he agrees with Jerry Coogan that this will be a good plan for the industrial park if phase 2 happens but would be a waste of site if not developed in phase II. He further opined that phase II really needs to happen and inquired of something along that line could be added into the Purchase and Sales agreement. From the Planning Board side there is no problem with the plan and the concern is that phase II may not happen and it would be a wasted site. Bob Srnec stated that Mr. Michaels plans to do the repair of the boats here in Milton. The other problem with that lot is the amount of wetlands and the cemetery on the site and there are minimal things that could fit on the site. Bob Bourdeau said it looks nice for phase I and phase II and he just thinks it would be a shame if phase II were not to happen. 

MOTION: Bob Srnec moved to approve the site plan as submitted with waivers. Seconded by Robbie Parsons. Motion carried 7-0.

Bob Frizzell re: previous approval and possible extension for Map 45 Lot 72. Bob F stated that he does not have to tell the Board how the economy is and did not realize his extension had lapsed in the approval status. He said that if someone were to want to develop this they would have to come back before the Board for approval and his realtors have told him that the property is more marketable with the Planning Board approvals on hand. 

Bob Bourdeau stated that this was approved 4 years ago because the Town really wanted to develop that area and presently the Economic Development Committee (EDC) is discussing exit 17 and other possible development areas. Because the site plan expired 10 months ago, Bob Bourdeau stated that changes in zoning may come in to effect, however  he believes that it would counterproductive to the EDC and Town plans to dismiss the request. 

Bob Graham inquired if any of the zoning changes over the past few years would come in to play with this. Jerry Coogan stated that he does not think that any changes in zoning have happened that would affect this previously approved plan. Brian Boyers stated that he thinks we should send this to the Town Attorney for legality of reapproving this and the authority to do so since it has expired. 

Peter Hayward inquired if this could be conditionally approved upon comment of the Town Attorney. 

MOTION: Peter Hayward moved to extend for the original conditionally approved major site plan for 2 years from 9.18.11 subject to legal counsel approval. Seconded by Robbie Parsons. Motion carried 7-0. 

Discussion was held on proposal of Red Box video kiosk to be placed at the Cumberland Farms. Discussion among the board members took place and it was determined that this would not be any more intrusive than a soda machine and they do not feel it would require Planning Board approvals. 

Jerry Coogan stated that the Site Plan Regulations remain in draft form and asked if the board would like to go to public hearing? The Board discussed and decided on August for a public hearing. 

It was further discussed that the July meeting is scheduled for July 3rd. Chairman Boyers asked if members would like to reschedule due to the holiday being July 4th. It was decided that the July meeting will be held on July 17th.  

Jerry Coogan stated that the Board should entertain the information regarding a Third Party Engineer which could be discussed in July as they (engineers) may be needed for the upcoming Index Packaging plan. 

Wendy Keane said that she would scan and email the proposals submitted by the engineering firms. 

MOTION: BOB Bourdeau moved to adjourn. Seconded by Robbie Parsons. Motion carried 7-0.
