Meeting Minutes

July 17, 2012
Meeting called to order at 6: 34 pm

In attendance: Peter Hayward, Joe Michaud, Brian Boyers, Bob Bourdeau, Bob Graham, and Robbie Parsons. Also present was Wendy Keane Land Use Clerk.

Absent: Tim Molinero and Bob Srnec. 

Public in attendance: Bob Frizzell, Bob Bridges and Brant Atkins. 

Chairman Boyers appointed Bob Graham as a voting member in the absence of Tim Molinero. 

Motion Robbie Parsons moved to approve the meeting minutes of June 5, 2012 as written. Seconded by Peter Hayward. Motion carried 6-0.  

Bob Frizzell site plan extension conversation: Brian Boyers read in the opinion letters from Town Counsel and the Town Planner. Please see attached. 

Chairman Boyers explained to Mr. Frizzell that the Board required a written application (letter of intent will suffice). Bob Bourdeau stated that because the previous discussion was not held in a noticed public hearing we will need to officially post and notice abutters. Brian Boyers reiterated that a formal request will prompt the noticing and other legalities that need to be followed by the Planning Board before issuing a decision. 

Bob Bourdeau stated that he feels all of the basics are there. He feels the circumstances with the economy down turning is exceptional and unusual and gives a good basis for extension request. Brian stated that Mr. Frizzell should also make sure that all criteria has been met. He also mentioned that the Con Com is looking for an easement condition from the previous subdivision on the adjoining property when it had been subdivided. 

Bob asked if there was an application, Brian stated just a formal letter of request is needed. 

Site Plan Review: Bob Bourdeau amended site plan. 

Bob Bourdeau stepped down as it is his property being discussed. 

Bob stated that what he is showing is a copy of the approval that was made in 2003. All that has changed are several abutters. Basically nothing has changed with the buildings and he has indicated where he would like to place the addition. The addition would provide for efficiencies and would not add employees, lighting or bathrooms. It is proposed to be the same size as building #1 36x60. Mr. Bourdeau provided an aerial view of the property for a site review. 

Bob Graham moved to accept the application. Seconded by Robbie Parsons. Motion carried unanimously.  All fees have been paid. 

Opened for public hearing. Bob Bridges asked if it will be a stand alone building. Bob Bourdeau stated that it will be put on the end of the other building and will use the existing doors and will benefit the mold prepping aspect of the business. It will mostly be storage. 

Chairman Boyers inquired if there were any further questions. There being none, the public hearing was closed. 

Brian Boyers asked if a site walk is needed. The Board unanimously said “no”. 

MOTION: Robbie Parsons moved to approve plan as submitted. Seconded by Joseph Michaud. Approved 5-0. 

Renewal Application for excavation permit: Property on White Mtn  Hwy. 

Mr. Brandt Atkins, Land Bank Realty Trust, is looking for renewal of permit on the largest property on which has an excavation business. He has operated out of there since 1988 and it is a requirement of the town that he reapply every 3 years. With the economy there has been little done on the property but he would like to keep the site available and permitted. There are a couple issues, all permits are valid except for final crossing. He explained that the last time he went to wetlands board he was told that until he has a date of operation he will actually be crossing the area. All other permits are valid. The bond for reclamation will expire and that there could be a 60 day cancellation and they are in the process of finding someone to hold the bond, the cancellation is effective August 2, 2012 and he has several requests out for bonds. He asks that if approved then it be conditional on bonding. If a bond does not happen he may ask for a 30 day extension as he seeks a bond. 

Bob Bourdeau stated that in a former approval in 2007, it stated that all back taxes are to be paid and kept current. Mr. Atkins stated that he is working on it and was current and recently fell behind. 

Bob Bourdeau stated that there was a good job being done at the site and you could see the reclamation of where was being worked on and it was in good shape. 

Mr. Atkins stated that the interpretation given was that you can prepare work area for stock and machinery and it is the area where trucks come in and get loaded, they are protected with moveable silt ponds and can be moved as the active face moves. He does not think that if the stockpile is not counted then the open face area is less than 5 acres. 

Chairman Boyers stated that there are several choices of how an approval can be conditional. 

Opened to public hearing. Bob Bridges inquired if they have gone to the Town Clerk to make an arrangement to pay back taxes owed. Mr. Atkins stated that he and his partner have been trying to get caught up. He is aware the Town is in pain as well and he is fortunate that they have been able to keep ahead of the three year tax liens and right now with no income it has been difficult. 

Brian Boyers inquired what could be done for back taxes. Bob Bridges stated that an agreement with the Town Clerk would have to go before the BOS and would have to be accepted. 

Mr. Atkins stated that there could be a bond for taxes as well as for reclamation. 

Brian Boyers asked again about the RSA for back taxes, and he does not feel that the Planning Board can make decisions about taxes. Mr. Atkins stated that Ms. Wallingford is knowledgeable in the taxes and RSA’s. 

Mr. Atkins stated that no matter what, he cannot get three years behind in taxes or the town will claim the property by deed. 

Bob Bourdeau stated that if we give a conditional approval similar to that we did in 2009 it may work. Mr. Atkins stated that a conditional approval could be granted based on an attempt with the town to solve the tax delinquency, whether by agreement or by bond per RSA like had been done 2 or 3 years ago. 

MOTION: Bob Bourdeau moves to grant a 3 yr extension for gravel excavation subject to: reclamation bond by a New Hampshire bank and a bond to be posted per RSA dealing with real estate tax issue. Seconded by Robbie Parsons. Motion carried 6-0.  

MOTION: Bob Bourdeau moved to pay a $730.00 invoice for Jerry Coogan. Seconded by Robbie Parsons. Motion carried 6-0.  

Motion: Bob Bourdeau moved to pay the invoice for $350.00 for Gary Michaels projects to Jerry Coogan. Seconded by Joe Michaud. Motion carried 6-0.  

Chairman Boyers reminded the Board that the next meeting will be August 7th and will include a public hearing for site plan regs. 

MOTION: Bob Bourdeau moved to adjourn. Seconded by Joe Michaud. Motion carried 6-0. 

Meeting adjourned at 7:30 pm.
