PUBLIC HEARING
Meeting Minutes

    August 7, 2012

Meeting called to order at 6:30pm.

In attendance: Chairman Brian Boyers, Vice Chairman Tim Molinero, Peter Hayward, Joseph Michaud, Bob Bourdeau, Robbie Parsons, Bob Graham and Bob Srnec, Selectmen’s Representative.  Also in attendance was Jerry Coogan, Town Planner and Wendy Keane, Recording Secretary. 

Public comment. There being none, session was closed. 

MOTION: Bob Bourdeau moved to approve the minutes of July 17, 2012. Seconded by Joseph Michaud. Motion carried 5-0. Bob Srnec and Tim Molinero abstained. 

Jerry Coogan outlined how we got to be in this place of proposing new Site Plan Regulations. The Planning Board had already updated the subdivision regulations and he followed the existing site plan regulations for the new Site Plan regulations. 

Mr. Coogan stated that in the area of performance guarantees, it is difference when it comes to subdivisions and site plans and explained the differences.

This has been posted on the website for several weeks and in draft form for several months. 

Bob Bourdeau stated that on page 2 and throughout the document the term multi family and multi lot development is used. When he hears multi family he thinks of duplexes and finds multi family is a lacking word. Jerry Coogan stated that the state refers to Multi family as more than 3 units which is why the term is used. Bob Bourdeau also pointed out that on page 10 under the site plan determination it notes 10% or 1500 sq ft would require only a site plan determination and questions whether  increasing the percentage by more than ten % would be better. Jerry Coogan stated that it is based on the amount of the site, for example if a site is 100,000 sf then 10% would be 10,000 sq ft which is a large area. Bob Bourdeau inquired if there could be a sentence put in that it is at the board’s discretion. Mr. Coogan stated that there could. Bob Bourdeau also requested that on page ten it also be noted that the applicants can meet with the Town Planner and or Wendy Keane (Land Use Clerk). 

MOTION: Bob Bourdeau moved to change the 1500 sq ft to 2000 sq ft under section 3-1 and 3-4. Seconded by Peter Hayward. Motion carried 6-0. 

MOTION: Peter Hayward  moved to change the language on page 10 section B to read Town Planner and Land Use Clerk. Seconded by Tim Molinero. Motion carried 6-0. 

3-5B page 17 Bob Bourdeau asked if 6 months is a typical time frame for completing any conditions of approval. 

Jerry Coogan stated that as long as progress is being made on a site plan and there is substantial work being done, the project is vested from new ordinances which ay have taken place while the project has been being worked on. 

Page 20 4-1 B2 states that in general all driveways all shall be constructed and paved. Discussion was held on this item and whether or not driveways can be exempt from paving and it be just roads leading to the driveways that need to be paved.  

Jerry Coogan stated that these site plan regulations are geared more toward Kohl’s, Sears or large type of business and it behooves to make stronger regulations and give waivers than to go less stringent and have problems. 

Page 23 section 4-3, landscape and buffering requirements. Item 3 regarding green space. Bob Bourdeau stated it seems from a commercial atmosphere then 1/3 is an awful lot of area. For example if it was a 3 acre site then 1 acre of green space seems like a lot to have to landscape or keep as green space. 

Jerry Coogan referred to the existing site plan regulations for the landscaping. 

MOTION: Bob Bourdeau moved to have the language for section 4-3 changed from approximately 1/3 to 20% for landscaping and buffering requirements. Seconded by Peter Hayward. Motion carried 6-0. 

MOTION: Bob Bourdeau  moved to removing B-1 page 23 to eliminate standards 1-4 on landscaping and using the language from the existing site plan regulations, minus erratic language. Seconded by Joseph Michaud. Motion carried 6-0.  

MOTION: Bob Bourdeau moved to adopt the drafted site plan review regulations with changes as discussed. Seconded by Tim Molinero. Motion carried 6-0.  

Other business: A  letter from Bob Frizzell requesting an extension of site plan approval  was read in to the record. It was asked if the board would like to hold a second meeting this month. It was of the general consensus that a second meeting not be held and he can approach the board at the September meeting. 

MOTION: Bob Bourdeau moved to adjourn. Seconded by Joseph Michaud. Motion carried 6-0. 
Meeting adjourned at 7:31pm.
