Meeting Minutes

February 07, 2012

Members in attendance: Chairman Brian Boyers, Peter Hayward, Joseph Michaud, Bob Bourdeau, Robbie Parsons, Vice Chairman Tim Molinero, Stan Nadeau, Selectmen’s Representative and Bob Graham, Alternate. Also in attendance was Jerry Coogan, Planning Consultant and Wendy Keane, Land Use Clerk. 

Public in attendance: Jim Heighton, Gary Marique, Sue Marique, Tom Varney, Gregory D. Wirth, and Nick Marique. 

Meeting called to order at 6:30 pm

1. Public Comment: There being no comments, the session was closed.

2. Approval of meeting minutes from January 17, 2012

MOTION: Stan Nadeau moved to approve the meeting minutes from January 17, 2012 as written. Seconded by Joe Michaud. Motion carried 7-0. 

3. Continued: Public Hearing Re: Site Plan Review. MTJ Realty, LLC property owner. Site plan review for property located at 111 Mi-Te-Jo Road, Tax Map 28 Lot 4 in Milton, NH. 

Mr. Coogan stated that tonight’s meeting is to determine if there is sufficient information to accept the application as complete. He has reviewed the plan including the new information and feels that there is inadequate information to invoke the jurisdiction of the Planning Board and recommends that the plan not be accepted as complete. The plan lacks an existing conditions survey of all the existing site conditions and buildings on the site, which is a requirement of the current site review regulations. This information is important because the PB should know where everything is located as there have been approximately 17 buildings built without building permits over the years. It is important to know the locations of those buildings in relation to wetlands and setbacks. The applicant is relying on plan from Thomas F. Moran from 1986. Thomas F. Moran considered that plan to be a work in progress for a subdivision that was planned at the time and was not completed. It is not stamped or sealed by a licensed surveyor and is inaccurate based on the existing lot lines for the current lot. There is no information on the current use, there is a considerable amount of land which is in current use which acts as a restriction on the use and can only be used as open space, agriculture, forestry and natural areas and it is important that the Board knows where that land is and if anything is encroaching on it. There are no details on the site regarding storm water management, runoff and how that is managed, roadway construction, etc. It is his opinion that the application is lacking information necessary. 

Bob Bourdeau stated that he is looking at a plan dated January 25, 2012, and that shows a lot but there is still lacking the current use portion.

Mr. Coogan explained that the plan is not done by a licensed surveyor. This is a site plan not an existing conditions plan prepared by a licensed surveyor which provides the basis for a site plan. 

Brian Boyers asked if there were any further questions. 

Chairman Boyers stated that the next step would be to vote on if the Board feels this is a complete application and whether it should be accepted or not. 

Tom Varney stated that he would like to speak on behalf of the application and the waivers. Chairman Boyers explained that the application must first be accepted then the Board can move on to discussing the waivers. 

MOTION; Tim Molinero moved to not accept the application as complete. Seconded by Stan Nadeau. Chairman Boyers inquired if there was any further discussion by the Board. Motion carried 6-0.  

Chairman Boyers explained to the applicant that the application was not accepted by majority vote and that discussion cannot take place and a new application would have to be submitted. 

Tom Varney stated that he feels this has been presented in a way that is practical and could be approvable. 

He further stated that to hire a surveyor to survey on all of the land would take a considerable time. 

Jim Heighton stated that they were under the impression that since it was a pre existing plan, that everything would be further located on a plan and they would come back with the conditions from the last meeting and there would be some leeway by the way of waivers. 

Brian Boyers reiterated that there is still not a plan by a licensed surveyor. 

Tom Varney stated that there are waivers being applied for and they have not been discussed. Chairman Boyers stated that unless an application is accepted there is then no moving on with the request of waivers. 

Gregory Worth, Counsel for the Marique’s, stated that they are here because they are trying to get something done. He further stated that it is an unusual situation and we have a number of buildings for which there were no building permits; however those buildings are on the tax cards, so this is not a traditional site plan application and are trying to get everything done and cleaned up in one swoop. We have an unusual situation where the Planning Board is asking for the entire 209 acre site to be placed on one plan, and it probably would not be done this way in an ordinary situation. They had an existing perimeter survey which was verified and worked with that and had the engineer site the buildings, roads and current use and non current areas on the map as requested. 

Jim Heighton stated that he has the plan with him. 

Bob Bourdeau stated that is part of the problem is that plans are supposed to be submitted ten days before the meeting and things cannot be submitted for review at the meeting. 

Unknown: stated that they have been trying to work on so many things between current use and surveys to clean up a lot. 

Greg Wirth stated that he has been going back with Attorney Sessler about what is wanted and to try to address this on a global perspective. They are trying to do this to make everyone happy and show everything needed without having to spend money unnecessarily. All septic has been approved by the state and there are plans for that. What is being asked for is a greenhouse and the traffic flow would not increase and nothing in the campground in itself has changed. He understands that a licensed surveyor plan is what is wanted but it is going to cost a lot of money. They can certainly do it, but it will essentially be the same thing they have presented today. 

Greg Wirth stated that each case needs to be taken on the facts and there are reasons why there are waiver provisions for unusual circumstances such as this one. 

Chairman Boyers inquired if there were any further questions. There being none he closed the meeting. 

Bob Bourdeau inquired if the Board was going to give any direction to the applicants. Chairman Boyers stated that because the application was not accepted then there is to be no discussion. He further stated that is what the applicants interface with Gerald Coogan is for. 

Greg Wirth stated that the PB is bailing out to a consultant and is asking the PB to discuss this case based on its merits. Brian Boyers stated that there are consultants utilized on both sides. 

Tom Varney inquired how the waivers are acted upon and some of them apply to accepting the plan. Brian Boyers stated that nothing requested at the last meeting was acted upon. He asked Tom Varney if the wetlands had been delineated by a wetlands scientist. Mr. Varney stated that he is a licensed wetland scientist. 

Bob Bourdeau stated that the Board was clear on 4 or 5 items and one of them was asking clearly to define the current and non current use which was not provided for tonight’s meeting.  

Jim Heighton stated that they have the plans with them now. 

Bob Bourdeau reminded them that they have to have any new information in to the clerk ten days prior to the meeting. 

Jim Heighton stated that on the previous plan that current use area was shown and that there is a current use plan on file with the town. He still does not understand and thought the application was approved with conditions at the last meeting. Chairman Boyers stated that the application was not accepted and the previous hearing had been continued. 

MOTION: Tim Molinero moved to adjourn. Seconded by Joseph Michaud. Motion carried 6-0.
