Meeting Minutes

Members in attendance: Chairman Brian Boyers, Peter Hayward, Joe Michaud, Bob Bourdeau, Larry Brown and Tom Gray, Selectman Representative. Also in attendance was Recording Clerk Wendy Keane. Absent with excuse was Robbie Parsons. In the absence of Robbie Parsons, Chairman Boyers appointed Bob Graham as a full voting member. 

Public in attendance: Charlie Karcher, George Szirbik, Lance Bodwell and Andrea Bodwell. 
Chairman Boyers called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Charlie Karcher of Norway Plains spoke in regards to a site plan application for Lance and Andrea Bodwell who own property on Harmony Drive in Milton Mills, Map 11 Lot 11-1. Mr. & Mrs. Bodwell are seeking approval to construct a 40x42 garage to be used for their landscaping business. The structure would be located on the northerly end of their 7.37 acre parcel and would have a gravel drive and parking lot. A septic design has also been prepared for the state. 

They are seeking a waiver from storm water management and parking regulations, as the site is an old gravel pit. The parking area and roadway will remain as gravel thereby the drainage of water will not be an issue. They will also adhere to the 50’ setbacks from wetlands including a 25’ buffer zone. The proposed well will be on the subject lot and the state required radius will be entirely on the property. The proposed structure will be constructed with frost walls and on a slab. 

While the septic design would be for 20 employees, the Bodwell’s are the only employees at this time and in the future may hire a few more. 

MOTION: Bob Bourdeau moved to accept the waiver for storm water management and parking. Seconded by Bob Graham. Larry Brown asked for clarification on the parking waiver. Mr. Karcher explained that the requirements call for 9 parking spaces and they are requesting 4. Motion carried 7-0. 

MOTION: Bob Bourdeau moved to accept the application as complete. Seconded by Joe Michaud. Motion carried 7-0. 

Chairman Boyers opened the public hearing. There being no questions or comments he then closed the session. 

Bob Bourdeau commented that when he was reviewing the file he noticed that the property is located in the Industrial/Commercial zone and that this type of business does not require a variance as a home would. 

MOTION: Larry Brown moved to approve the application. Seconded by Bob Graham. Motion carried 7-0. 

George Szirbic spoke in regards to his application for renewal of an existing Excavation Permit for property located on Jones Access Rd. Map 17 Lot 22. He stated that he would be keeping the site as it presently is and has a wood lot on the site as well. 

Larry Brown asked Mr. Szirbik to define a wood lot. 

Mr. Szirbik stated that the site is 549 acres and a wood lot is a majority of the area. He does not utilize it as a commercial wood lot and it is not a log yard. 

MOTION: Bob B. moved to accept the application as complete. Seconded by Joe Michaud. Motion carried 7-0. 

Chairman Boyers opened the public hearing. There being no comments or concerns he then closed the session. 

It was decided that there was not a need for a site walk on the property. Larry Brown stated that from his perspective there have not been any issues with the gravel pit. Bob B. stated that he has been on the site with the snowmobile club abd from what he has seen it is a well kept site. 

MOTION: Larry Brown moved to approve the application with the same conditions as the previous approval in 2009 which are:

1.  The hours of operation shall be noted on the plan. (7am - 5pm, 6 days of week)

2.  A 6 year bond or escrow account shall be posted with the Board of Selectmen,    accepted by the Board of Selectmen in the amount of $22,500.00. 

3. The property shall not be used for storage or introduction of any foreign materials. 

4. The permit to operate shall expire in 5 years for August 16th, 2008 unless the owner obtains a renewal prior to the expiration date.  

5. The permit shall expire if the ownership changes.

6.  All previous conditions shall be maintained.

7. All Local, State and Federal approval including the Notice of Intent shall be applied for on a timely basis and copies sent to the Conservation Commission. 

Seconded by Bob Bourdeau. Motion carried 7-0. 

The Board was reminded that they will be discussing the Master Plan at their July meeting. 

MOTION: Bob Bourdeau moved to adjourn. Seconded by Tom.  Motion carried 7-0. 

Meeting adjourned at 6:50 PM.
