Members in attendance:  Chairman Brian Boyers,  Peter Hayward, Bob Bordeau, Joe Michaud, Larry Brown, Tom Gray, Selectman Representative, Jerry Coogan, Town Planner.  Also in attendance was Recording Clerk Kimberly Ladisheff. Absent with excuse was Robbie Parsons.  In the absence of Robbie Parsons, Chairman Boyers appointed Bob Graham as a full voting member.  

Public in attendance:  Robert Stowell and Jack Slosky.

Chairman Boyers called the meeting to order at 6:30pm

No public comment 

Robert Stowell of Tritech Engineering, land surveyor for the property, spoke in regard to a site plan application for Jack Slosky.  Mr. Slosky owns property on Jug Hill Road in Milton, Map 3 Lot 8.  Client has a little over 70 acres on Jug Hill Rd. The purpose of the subdivision plan is to separate the existing residence with an existing well and septic system from the remaining 67 acres.  There is a stone wall that was a natural border for subdividing.  There is a small portion that is in wetlands and has over 500 ft of frontage.  Mr. Stowell set all property corners on the plan he had with him.  He also received approval from DES.  He supplied the Chairman with a copy of the state approval.  

Mr. Slosky stated the property has had a tree farm for over 20 years.  He was wondering what to do with the property so he put it in trust so his family can keep it for a long time.  He would like to put the property into conservation and was told it would be easier if it was separate from the house.  Chairman Boyers asked if there is a walking trail on the property.  Mr. Slosky stated that in October of 2012 he organized the dedication in memory of his wife and older son.  He also stated friends and neighbors are encouraged to use the walking trails.  

They are seeking waivers for topography, test pit and well location on remaining 67 acres as well as site specific soil mapping.  It is unwarranted because no development plans for these parcels are proposed.  

MOTION:  Bob Bourdeau moved to accept the waivers as presented.  Seconded by Joe Michaud.  Motion carried 7-0.

MOTION:  Bob motioned to accept the application as complete.  Seconded by Larry Brown.  Motion carried 7-0. 

Chairman Boyers opened the public hearing.  There being no questions or comments he then closed the session.  

MOTION:  Peter motioned to accept the application.  Seconded by Bob G.  Motion carried 7-0.  

Brian stated it was recently brought to the attention of the Board that they are not upholding Article 17 of the Zoning Ordinance adopted on 3/9/10; Shoreland Permit required.  It states that no person shall commence the construction or expansion of any building or structure within the protected shoreland, or change or expand any existing nonconforming use within the protected shoreland, without first obtaining a Shoreland Permit from the Planning Board.  The Chairman asked if anyone has seen this appropriate form or application and that he had voted against it.  He stated it is redundant because the applicants need to satisfy the State and the people at the State are trained to do this.  

There was a project on Kingsbury Drive that brought this to the attention of a ZBA Board member.  Brian stated that they had all state approvals in place and he would not have issued the permit if they did not.  Larry said the ZBA met about Kingsbury Drive believing everything was in order.  They had approved the application as it came to them.  His concern is they can’t make the resident go before the Planning Board now as it would be after the fact.   

Bob B. stated if you take that ordinance by definition they should have come before the Planning Board.  Larry asked if it would be right to be put on the ZBA application.  Brian said we have to come up with an application and a permit.  Kim has volunteered to pull the state permit and see how it compares. 

Larry stated they should request a full waiver from the article.  Jerry stated it was his understanding this was put in the ordinance back in 2006 or 2007 and technically the Planning Board is not the one to approve the permit, it is the CEO who should be doing this.  Bob B. recommended doing a wording revision on this article.  

There was discussion on updating the Master Plan.  RSA basically has two criteria which are a land use plan and a vision statement.  Jerry discussed how much validity it has and how much does the board want to get involved and think the community wants to be involved.  Does the Board want to work on just the two requirements or add something to it or phase it over the years.  Bob B. stated they should do it all at once.    

Jerry is a believer in getting the community involved with surveys, meetings, etc.  Peter spoke with Jerry and Peter stated that a task list is one thing they could do.  The plan is to set tasks to get things accomplished so you move in the direction that’s ideal.  They could also put in warrant articles to get funding.  Jerry recommended that maybe they should have a board or a subcommittee to go over the Master Plan and see what they want to keep or not.  Brian recommended they go through one chapter at a time.  Consensus by the Board was to start reading through paragraph by paragraph for the next meeting in August and maybe not keep some of the language but the concepts.  

MOTION:  Bob Bordeau motioned to adjourn.  Seconded by Larry Brown.  Motion passed 7-0. 

Meeting adjourned at 7:22pm.
