Meeting Minutes

Members in attendance:  Chairman Brian Boyers, Bob Bordeau, Selectmen’s Representative Tom Gray, Joseph Michaud, Robbie Parsons, Larry Brown, Bob Graham (alternate).  Also in attendance was Kimberly Ladisheff, Land Use Clerk.  Absent was Peter Hayward.

Others in attendance:  Bob Frizzell, Janice Brown, Paul Allard, Holly Heriot, Leslie Grondin and Nancy Wing. 

Chairman Boyers called the meeting to order at 6:35 pm.

In the absence of Peter Hayward, Chairman Boyers appointed Bob Graham as a full voting member.  

Public Comments

None.

Approval of Meeting Minutes

MOTION:  Joe M. motioned to accept the minutes from the prior meeting of the Planning Board on August 6, 2013.  Bob Graham seconded.  Tom G. and Bob B. abstained as they did not attend the meeting.  Motion passed 5-0.

1) Janice Brown applicant, Paul Allard owner.  Minor Site Plan for proposed Flea Market in an existing building.  Property located at 61 Old Wakefield Road, Tax Map 49 Lot 9 in the Commercial/Residential Zone, Milton, NH.  

Bob Bordeau stated he has been a 20 year tenant to the property in question and doesn’t in any way have any conflict.  Robbie Parsons also stated he is Ms. Brown’s neighbor but has no conflict of interest.  Chairman Boyers asked the Board if they wanted either one to step down.  The Board answered no.   

Chairman Boyers read the land use review forms from the Fire and Police departments.    

Janice Brown stated she was asking for quite a few waivers because they didn’t seem to pertain to what she is doing.  She is not altering the building in any way or building anything additional.  She will use the building as it is.  She stated she did go before the Zoning Board on August 22nd and was granted a special exception. 

Ms. Brown addressed Chief Krauss’ concerns about property being left outside of the premises.  She stated personal property of others will only be outside during operating hours and will be secured inside the building at the end of the day.  

Ms. Brown then addressed the Fire department’s concerns and recommendations.  She had a walkthrough with Captain Robin Weeks on August 16, 2013.  She stated some of the recommendations have been completed and others are still in progress.  She explained that the entrances and exits are sufficient and the building also has a handicap accessible entrance in the rear with ramp access directly onto the floor.  She then addressed the parking.  Ms. Brown stated there are approximately 30 parking spaces in the main parking lot of the warehouse.  There is additional parking in front of the loading dock for approximately 20 more cars and also handicap parking/accessibility in the rear of the building.  Ms. Brown then discussed the bathroom facilities.  She stated there is 1 co-ed bath shared with the others in the warehouse.  If one is not sufficient she will mark it as “not for public use” and it will be used only by the people working there as she cannot afford to add another bathroom.

Chairman Boyers stated Ms. Brown is asking for 26 waivers.  Bob Bordeau stated since it is a minor site plan there is no need to ask for waivers and the Board can move on.  

Bob Bordeau stated that much of what Janice spoke of were code issues which are beyond the Boards purview.  He is very familiar with the property and feels what Janice wants to do is a good use for the property.  Brian stated the work that needs to be done will need a permit.  Bob B. stated he would like to see the Board focus on the use and not issues with code.   

MOTION:  Bob Bourdeau moved to accept the application as a minor application with no need to act on the waiver section.  Robbie P. seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.  

Brian asked if anyone wanted to do a site walk.  The Board felt it was a minor site plan and there was no need for a site walk.  Larry stated it would be useful for the Code Officer to talk with the Fire department.   

Close public hearing

MOTION:  Robbie motioned to approve the site plan.  Larry Brown seconded the motion.  Motion carried 7-0.    

2) A request for an extension of a conditionally approved Major Site Plan for Robert Frizzell (Tax Map #45, Lot #76-1) located on Rte 75 & Commerce Way, Milton NH; Industrial Commercial Zone.

Robert Frizzell stated he had gone through the process to receive an extension in March of 2013.  He is now asking the Board’s consideration if that extension can be extended.  He stated it has cost him a lot of money for the third party review.  

Bob B. stated his feeling is they should grant Mr. Frizzell the extension because the ECD is working real hard to put something together to develop Exit 17 and it would make no sense to pull something that is promoting everything they are doing.  However the bad side of that is the Board would be setting precedence in granting extensions.  Bob B. went on to say they could grant Mr. Frizzell the extension and state the reason.  That reason would be is he is at Exit 17 and our Master Plan calls for that and because the EDC is working with DOT and then by stating those conditions in the acceptance they will not be setting precedence.  

Robbie stated they now have a committal letter with maps and recommendations granting the curb cuts, which has taken over 2 years, so not to approve this permit with what they have gone through would be a mistake on the Boards part.

Larry Brown stated he is not a neutral observer and will abstain.

Chairman Boyers stated he has a cease and desist order right now for junk cars on the property.  Mr. Frizzell said most of those cars are out of there.  Larry Brown stated the property to the explicit west said that it would only have storage of property owners own construction equipment that was current and operable and the conditions for the approval for the Exit 17 storage facility said that there would be no outdoor storage of boats and vehicles.  Mr. Frizzell stated he no longer owns that piece of property.  Chairman Boyers stated they have to address the unregistered vehicles.  He then stated he would go back and check it again.     

MOTION:  Bob Bordeau motioned based on the fact the EDC is making good progress with DOT on the Exit 17 development and the fact that Exit 17 is related to Milton’s Town Master Plan for development that we grant an extension for the current conditional plan on the property for 2 years.  Robbie seconded the motion.  Motion carried 6-0 with Larry Brown abstaining.  

Other business

Robbie discussed EDC having a workshop on October 4th with Jerry Coogan, Jack Mettee and others.  The public is also invited to attend to put in public comment.      

There was a brief discussion on the Town’s Shoreland Permit.  There was mention of possibly extricating the Town’s permit and how they would go about doing that.  Brian stated they have not heard back from the State yet on the Town’s application versus the State’s application.  Larry B. stated Code should check with the Town Attorney because the shoreland permit was voted in.   

Bob B. motioned to adjourn.  Robbie seconded the motion.  Motion carried 7-0.

The meeting adjourned at 7:15 pm.
